Did you know that according to the
U.S. Dept. of Labor Bureau of
Statistics, nurses are more likely to
suffer back injuries then
construction workers? According to
Nurse Weekly, one in ten serious
work-related injuries involves
nursing personnel and about 12
percent of nurses leave the
profession due to back related
injuries. However, most of these
injuries are preventable. Before
lifting a patient be sure to access
the situation. First determine what
activity needs to be done, transfer
or ambulation. Next determine if the
patient is able to lend any
assistance. Be sure to use good
body mechanics and assisting
devices. Work with other staff
members and help each other
move patients. Lastly, know your
rights. If you do injure your back,
report it right away and seek
treatment. Often nurses try to
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ignore their injury and cause
themselves prolonged pain and
injury.
